Website Creation: The Steps

1) Make a folder that contains your website.
2) In Photoshop or Lightroom, create your 

photo galleries in subfolders of your main 
page folder.

3) On your local computer, use an HTML 
editor (Dreamweaver, FrontPage) to 
create your “index.htm” page with links.

4) Buy a website domain name on a web 
hosting service.

5) Upload website to your hosting service.
6) Alert the world!

Glossary & Resources
HTML – Hypertext Markup Language.   The basic code 
for web sites, read by all browsers
FTP – File Transfer Protocol.  A way to move files from a 
local computer to a remote server.
Filezilla- (http://filezilla-project.org/) a graphic FTP 
program.
Doteasy (www.doteasy.com) an inexpensive web 
hosting company ($25/year, or less when on sale).
Microsoft FrontPage - an easy HTML writing program.
Adobe Dreamweaver – a sophisticated HTML writing 
program. An industry standard. (Think Photoshop vs. 
Paint). 
Microsoft Word – an even easier way to create HTML, 
just “Save As” and choose “Save As Type… Web Page”
Photoshop or Lightroom- To create photo galleries.



Answers to questions…

Many links can be on the same page. The links 
can be to the same destination or to different 
destinations.
Almost any word processing program can “Save 
As” a web page (under “type of file”).
Other web hosting companies offer templates, 
some with/some without ads.
Photos are not necessarily well protected, but 
because they’re small they’re not all that usable 
for printing.
Flickr.com and SmugMug.com are other ways to 
show your work online.
